modelling paste and work it until it

paste from most hobby or craft 

stores a little goes a long way  

 Most supermarkets stock 

fondant. 

 Fondant is best coloured 
using gel colours rather than the 
liquid colours.  Alternately you can  

buy most colours and mix together to get the desired shade you want. 
 
Why not have a go and make some Easter chics, bunnies or carrots to 
adorn some lovely Easter cupcakes? 
 

Chocolate Easter cupcakes 

110g unsalted butter, softened       110g caster sugar 

85g self-raising flour                      25g cocoa powder  

1/2 tsp baking powder                    2 medium eggs 

 

For the icing 

150g milk chocolate                       3 tbsp milk 

85g unsalted butter                     125g icing sugar 

Preheat oven to 190C/gas 5. 
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Method 
 

1. Line a 12 hole muffin tin with paper cases. 

 

2. Whisk the butter, sugar, flour, cocoa, baking powder and eggs in a 

bowl until smooth and blended. 

3. Spoon the mixture into the cases. 

4. Bake in the oven for 15 minutes until well risen and firm to the 

touch. 

5. Transfer to a wire rack and leave to cool. 

6. For the icing, put the chocolate, milk and butter in a heatproof bowl 

set over a pan of simmering water until melted. Stir until mixed. 

7. Remove from the heat and allow to cool slightly. 

8. Sift in the icing sugar and beat until smooth. 

9. Allow to cool 

10. Beat again until the mixture has a fudgy texture.  

11.  Pipe or spoon onto cupcakes and decorate with your fondant 

creations.

According to the 1831 Census the main occupation in Dunton was on the 
land in agriculture and it was the men who worked mainly in the fields, 
which meant that their social status was that of labourer. 
 
In 1870-72, John Marius Wilson's Imperial Gazetteer of England and Wales 
described Dunton like this:  
 
DUNTON, a parish in Biggleswade district, Beds; adjacent to the boundary 
with Herts and Cambridge, 3½ miles East South East of Biggleswade town 
and railway station. It contains Millo and Newtown; and its post town is 
Biggleswade.  
 
Acres 2,840    Property £3,090   
 
Population 518   Houses 105    
 
The property is subdivided.  
 
Dunton lodge is a chief residence. The living is a vicarage in the diocese of 
Ely. Value £120.   Patron: Earl Brownlow. The church was recently rebuilt.  
 
There is a national school.

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Central Beds plans for a Traveller site next to Dunton 

You'll remember a couple of months back I highlighted concerns that Central 
Beds Council were still planning a Gypsy/Traveller site for Dunton. 

You can read what I wrote then by going to this link: 
http://tinyurl.com/hn4owsl or going to my facebook page and reading my 
post of 12th October 2015. 

The attached map shows how close the site is to Dunton. 

 

  

 

You will remember I have already highlighted why the Independent inspector 
raised concerns about a site in this area in 2014.  

The council put in a planning application on 8th March and there will then 
be a public consultation. 

It's really important everyone tells the council what they think as the more 
people who comment the harder it is for the council to ignore them. 
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The next step is the council's planning officers will make a recommendation 
(I'd be amazed if they didn't approve it) and then the final decision will be 
made by a committee of councillors, the Development Management 
Committee. They will deliberate on it publicly and you can attend the 
meeting where they make the decision and have your say. We don't know for 
certain but my best guess on a date for this meeting will be 25th May.  

Assuming it is approved by committee, at this stage the council will hope 
that they can press ahead with development in the autumn of this year. 

However, there is one more thing we can do and that is to call for a Judicial 
Review whereby a judge will review Central Beds' decision. 

This is not cheap but those pursuing it would only be liable for £5,000 of 
their own costs if the council won. The costs of legal support for those 
pursuing a judicial review would depend on who sought support from. If the 
judicial review was successful, £35,000 in legal fees could be claimed back 
from Central Bedfordshire Council.

The 
original eggs given at Easter were birds’ eggs painted 
in bright colours.   

A Saxon legend explains how the goddess Eostre found 
a wounded bird and changed it into a hare so that it 
could live through the winter.  This hare could lay eggs 

and so it decorated them each spring for the goddess. 

In 1290, King Edward 1 ordered 450 eggs to be painted, including gold leaf 
as Easter gifts. 

In northern counties, Pace Eggs are hard boiled eggs with patterned shells.  
Not wild bird’s eggs!  Chicken eggs instead.   

On Easter Sunday in County Durham you can play Egg Tapping, a bit like 
conkers, where you tap your opponent’s hard boiled egg until it breaks.  
The winner enters the next round. 

In some parts of England, egg rolling is an Easter Monday sport with hard  
boiled egg that rolls the farthest or even survives the most rolls!

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Wassail, Wassail All Over The Land 

 

On the 2nd of January 2016 we held the fifth annual 
Dunton Wassail at Church Farm, Dunton. Sponsored by 
Franklins Cider and Dunton Folk as a way of combining 
the two passions of Simon Bailes (folk music and cider 
making) this year we were joined by the Dunton 
Community Garden, who provided hot dogs and soup, 
and by Singtastic, Dunton’s very own ladies choir who 
sang a wassail song for us in the orchard. It was a 
great evening – even the weather was reasonably kind 
to us – and we had the best turnout for this event yet. 

As ever we were joined by Letchworth Morris Men and Redbornstoke Morris 
Men who performed a number of dances in the farmyard and later by the 
Brafront Guizers who performed their traditional mummers play in the 
March Hare pub. After all of this excitement the evening was finished off in 
the pub with a music session. 

For those of you that haven’t been to one of the wassails (and maybe even 
for some of you who have been but didn’t know what it was all about), the 
origins of wassailing, like many of our traditional activities are unknown. 
The word 'wassail' comes from the Anglo-Saxon phrase 'waes hael', which 
means 'good health'. There are many forms of wassailing but they can be 
split simply into two. The first form is a visiting wassail where groups of 
adults, children, men or women go from house to house singing songs and 
asking for favours in the form of beer, food, money or good wishes. 
Generally taking place around twelfth night, 

The second form is agricultural wassailing where specific crops (in our case 
apples but also cows, corn and pretty much anything else that you might 
find on a farm) are celebrated and the soil, the spirits, the gods or whoever 
are encouraged to bring a good crop in the following season. 

The Dunton wassail involves dipping toast into cider and then hanging it in 
the apple trees in the orchard at Church Farm. We then gather round the 
largest tree and sing to it, waking it up and reminding it that we need 
plenty of apples the following autumn. After we have recited the wassail 
toast; 

Wassail the trees that they may bear, You many a plum and many a 
pear; 

For more or less fruits they will bring, As you do give them 
wassailing.

Beekeeping in Dunton 

Very much a seasonal hobby, 

beekeeping follows the patterns of 

nature. The season begins in spring 

when hives are checked for stores 

as the bees begin to fly after their 

winter rest. Soon the queen begins 

to lay (up to 2000 eggs per day) in 

the wax honeycomb in the lower 

part of the hive – the brood 

chamber. Above this the beekeeper adds further boxes of comb, separated 

from the brood by a metal grid called a queen excluder. This has holes large 

enough for workers, but not the queen. Gradually, as the weather improves 

and flowers begin to blossom, the bees rise into these supers and start to 

fill them with nectar. They slowly evaporate the water, by fanning the warm 

air within the hive with their wings, producing honey. Bees store this for the 

winter period, but they nearly always collect more than required, so the 

beekeeper takes advantage. The most important job in the spring and early 

summer is to prevent swarming. Weekly checks of each hive ensure enough 

space for nectar and for the queen to lay. As the population increases, the 

effectiveness of the queen’s pheromone is diluted, which leads the workers 

to plan an exodus. They feed Royal Jelly to some of the larvae, which begin 

to develop into new queens. The old queen leaves the hive taking with her 

all of the flying bees – a swarm. They emerge from the hive clustering on a 

nearby branch and can be the size of a rugby ball or bigger. Scout bees 

scour the area and when they have found a suitable place they leave, en 

masse, emigrating to their new address. This depletion has an obvious 

effect on honey production. If swarming is avoided, by the summer there 

should be surplus honey, which is removed from the bees. The wax caps 

are cut off and the honey is spun out of the comb using an extractor, to be 

filtered and stored until ready for bottling. Clearly, this is a simplification, 

but learning more is one of the joys of the hobby. 

I have kept bees in and around Dunton for around 30 years. Dunton Honey
