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Woolf Tracks – Are you ready to MEND in 2015? 

 

So what does MEND stand for, mind, exercise, nutrition and do it!  

 

Mind – What are your goals i.e. to become fitter, lose weight, stay the same weight, 

have a healthier lifestyle? It is worth spending some time considering these and 

putting your ideas down on paper, the old saying of ‘what gets written down gets 

done’ is very true.  Try having a goal book or make a visual record of your progress 

and successes.  Maybe set a target particularly if you have a big family celebration on 

the horizon!  Also spend some time considering what could be barriers to achieving 

your goals and what are going to be your mechanisms for coping with them i.e. if you 

cannot resist the biscuits maybe don’t buy them? 

 

Exercise – Lets consider exercise just as movement of the body.  Therefore exercise 

does not necessarily mean going to the gym, taking up marathon running or power 

lifting.  By all means do those things if that is part of your goals but in reality getting 

your body moving on a daily basis is essential.  For example take the stairs, walk 

more, get up and walk around in advert breaks use the photo copier that is furthest 

away.  All of these small movements can add up.  Whatever you do you need to find 

something that is fun and sustainable for you.  There are plenty of alternatives to the 

gym such as line dancing, karate, swimming, going for a walk with a friend.  The 

possibilities are endless but get MOVING! 

 

Nutrition – Consider what you are fuelling your body with.  Food is fuel and you 

wouldn’t put the wrong type of fuel in your car! Are you eating enough vegetables 

and fruits, do you have enough protein and carbohydrate in your diet?  Aim to eat 

balanced, wholesome, home cooked meals with healthy snack choices!  Don’t forget 

about your water intake also with most people requiring a minimum of two litres of 

water (not tea,  coffee, juice or squash) a day. 

 

Do it! – There is quite a lot here to consider and sometimes it can seem like there is 

no easy starting point.  But the exciting thing is you can decide what you want to 

tackle first.  Have a think about what you can do today and take that first small step.  

Even if that first step is for one week you are going to drink one glass of water every 

day and then two a day the next week until you reach your target.  By making small 

daily changes on a consistent basis you can make a massive difference to your 

health.  What do you have to lose by trying?

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How much fun can you have in a small Bedfordshire village? 

The short answer to that is, it depends how much of an effort you make. Life is like a 

bucket – you only get out of it what you put in! This was the basis of a conversation 

between two friends, over a pint (or two) in the March hare pub in Dunton in 2010. 

More often than not, conversations over two or three (or four) pints stay where they 

started, in the pub. However, this time, things actually happened. After making a 

small batch of cider with the help of some friends, Simon Bailes and Andy Barwell 

launched Dunton Cider, making cider from apples picked in the village. Shortly 

afterwards a series of folk music concerts was scheduled in St Mary Magdalene 

church. That was it, and there has been no looking back since. 

Dunton Cider was launched at the March Hare pub in November 2011 and has gone 

from strength to strength and has been supplied to pubs and beer festivals on a 

regular basis ever since. 

The first Dunton Folk concert took place in February 2012 and we now run a series of 

nine concerts every year and a wassail every January, linking the folk music and cider 

production in one event. Our link with the March Hare pub is very strong with John 

and Janice providing a bar at each of our concerts. 

During 2013 and 2014 a couple of changes happened. Andy moved out of the village 

and has since stepped away from the folk and cider activities. Simon was made 

redundant and, after Dunton Cider was awarded “Best in Show” at Potton Apple Day, 

decided to take the plunge and take cider making seriously setting up Franklins Cider 

to make craft cider (from 100% apple juice) as a full time job. The full time job bit 

has yet to be achieved, but the first batch of Franklins Cider was launched at the 

February beer festival at the March Hare pub in 2015. 

Dunton Folk has established itself as a high quality folk and acoustic venue and the 

2015 concert series sees some internationally acclaimed performers visiting the 

village. Thanks to everyone who helps with publicity and on concert nights we have a 

great asset in the centre of the village. 

Dunton Cider continues to be produced and is marketed alongside the Franklins Cider 

brands, all of which are produced in the cidery behind the church at Church Farm. 

The answer to the question posed at the start of this article, is simply “loads!” 

We would love to see you at one of our concerts or the wassail. If you want to come 

and visit the cidery (and possibly buy some cider!), give Simon a call on 01767 310 

424. Alternatively, have a look at the web sites for Dunton Folk and Franklins Cider.

The March Hare is supporting local 

resident Rachel Coomber (known as 

Rachel Coyne at work) raise money 

for Addenbrookes Paediatric Intensive 

Care Unit.  We would like to help her raise funds to purchase  

NIPPY ventilators.  A NIPPY ventilator is used for babies and  

children who are dependant or reliant on artificial ventilation  

(controls the breathing) for all or part of the day when they  

cannot breathe sufficiently on their own.  It is portable so  

allows a patient to go home and become more mobile, so  

allowing for a return to some normality of life. Children can  

attend school or nursery with a nippy ventilator.  Each  

ventilator costs £2,500. Addenbrooke’s target is to raise  

£10,000 to buy four ventilators. 

 

In May, Rachel, Nigel and 12 members of the Paediatric  

Intensive Care Unit will be hiking 26 miles of Hadrian’s Wall to 

raise funds for a Nippy ventilator.  A collection box and  

sponsor sheet will be kept at the March Hare.  Please feel free  

to donate your loose change or sponsor Rachel.

We’re delighted to be able to announce that the Dunton Memorial Hall Committee has 

been able to secure substantial funding to upgrade the interior of the village hall.  

The money will enable us to better insulate the hall and modernise the décor, thereby 

making it more attractive to hire as well as more efficient to run.  The works will be 

taking place during the school holidays and we intend to launch our new look at our 

90th Birthday Celebrations in September. 

The hall is currently, as can only be expected for an old lady, looking a bit tired, but 

this is quite a considerable facelift and won’t be the end of our plans to improve the 

hall.  Watch this space. 

We are lucky to have a strong and dedicated Hall Committee, which has enabled us 

not only to ensure that the hall runs smoothly, for the benefit of village users, but 

that we also have found the time to undertake or fundraise for further improvements.   

One of these was the marking out of a badminton court, enabling those who wish to 

play to do so locally.  To begin with we’ve just provided a cheap net, whilst we 

checked that there was sufficient demand, but our intention is to provide a 

professional standard net. 

We, the Village Hall, were nominated by Chenisse Matthews to receive any prize 

money from a national photography competition she entered. The picture featured on 

the front cover of this magazine was the photo Chenisse entered into the competition 

that secured Chenisse and Dunton the 2nd place prize.  

 

A major change has been our main customer, the pre-school, moving from charitable 

to business status.  However, if anything this has benefitted the hall, since we 

received a charitable donation from the pre-school charity and they used some of 

their other charitable funding to improve the garden and fencing very significantly.  

We matched the funding we received from the pre-school charity to upgrade the 

electrical wiring at the hall which was in need of some TLC.   

Committee meetings happen four to six times a year, and always include cake.  So if 

you think you might be interested in joining or coming along to find out and give 

feedback on plans for the hall then you would be very welcome.  Our next meeting 

will be held at the hall on 1st June  at 7.30pm.

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My world has been changed by Harmony 

 

Peta, a Dunton resident, with her guide 

dog Harmony, is raising money for Guide 

Dogs for the Blind.  She is working in 

conjunction with East Bedfordshire Guide 

Dogs Group.  They are also setting up a 

group of volunteers in the local area who 

would like to support Guide Dogs for the Blind.   

The reason for Peta’s unstoppable work for Guide Dogs for the Blind 

is that in January 2014 Peta met Harmony and her world changed.  

Before meeting Harmony, Peta got around the village using her stick 

and she felt very isolated, now she is a recognised figure in the 

village walking Harmony.  Peta has retinitis pigmentosa which 

affects the peripheral vision and eventually can lead to total 

blindness.  Peta would not have met Harmony, if it wasn’t for the 

fact that Peta is blind and what is amazing is that Peta was terrified 

of dogs and had to overcome her fear of dogs before she could be 

considered to have a guide dog.      

 

It is estimated that a guide dog like Harmony will cost £50,000.00 

over their lifetime and there is no Government funding to support 

this.  There are currently 39 people in Bedfordshire waiting for a 

guide dog.

The Village Good Neighbour Scheme is a voluntary initiative run by local 

residents who recognise the value in having ‘good neighbours’ particularly 

in rural areas where public transport and other local services can be limited 

and where people’s family may not live close by. 

The scheme builds on the informal help already in action within most rural 

villages.  Existing ‘good neighbours’ can continue helping the residents they 

usually do with the added reassurance that when they are unable to help 

there are extra trusted people who can step in.  Other people who have 

always wanted to help locally – but whose own neighbours don’t need any 

support – gain the chance to help fellow residents elsewhere in the village 

who they would not normally ever meet and who currently do not have 

close neighbours available or able to help. 

There are currently 30 parishes across Bedfordshire who have set up good 

neighbour and village schemes with support from Beds Rural Communities 

Charity (BRCC).  Our volunteers are insured and are vetted by CRB.

Dunton Garden nestled behind Church Farm, at 

the end of Church Street, is a special garden 

that offers all of the above plus, more 

importantly, a place that is open to us all: to 

wander, to see, to listen and to feel part of 

something. For those who want to do so, there

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A Defibrillator comes to Dunton 

A defibrillator is now outside the village hall.  Reading this 

article, you may be asking yourself what is a defibrillator?  A 

defibrillator delivers an electrical current through the chest 

which aims to shock the heart back into a normal rhythm 

allowing it to pump again.  I have to admit that when I first 

heard about it, I had visions of the electrical shock treatment 

on TV hospital programmes, where everyone stands back!  

This is not the case with Dunton’s defibrillator!   

Following a cardiac arrest, the chance of survival decreases by 

23% per minute.  It is vital that treatment starts asap.  The 

UK Resuscitation Council suggests that an Automatic External 

Defibrillator should be available wherever medical treatment 

is more than 5 minutes away, hence a defibrillator in Dunton, 

installed with the support of Dunton Parish Council.     

I attended the training in the village on how to use these life-

saving machines and came away thinking that they were not 

a scary as I thought.  I realised that rapid response is vitally 

important in improving the quality of life of a survivor because 

the longer the brain is starved of oxygen the more damage 

can occur.   

When the Dunton defibrillator is used voice commands and 

screen messages tells you what to do, step by step.  It will 

only shock a ‘shockable’ heart!  

If you believe that someone in the vicinity of Dunton is having 

a cardiac arrest, ring 999.  Get the defibrillator and follow the 

instructions it gives you.  The defibrillator will not function 

unless it determines there is a need.
