Have you seen this Hover fly in
Dunton? This is a hornet mimic
and is one of the UK’s largest
and most spectacular hoverflies
which can be recognised by its
yellow and black  banded
abdomen. It seems to be found
most frequently in urban areas
and along the south coast from May to November. It
was established in Britain in the 1940s and has very
much a southerly distribution with most records coming
from south of a line from the Severn Estuary to The
Wash, however it seems to be expanding its range and
appears to be in Dunton.
